A Car Ride to the Jungle

Uncle Ken is a funny man. He loves adventures. He drives Grandfather’s old
car.

We go to the jungle. Uncle Ken wants to find a red jungle fowl. It is a special
bird. The jungle is big and green. There are many animals. We see birds fly
away. Pheasants and partridges run from the car. Uncle Ken laughs. “The
birds are scared!” he says.

The car makes a loud noise. One door falls off. A bush gets stuck in the car’s
bumper. | say, “Uncle Ken, the car is broken!”

We arrive at a forest rest house. It is a small house in the jungle. A kind
forest guard lives there. He gives us tea and pakoras. Pakoras are hot, tasty
snacks.

They are
quiet. But then we hear jackals. They howl. It is a scary sound. All the
animals run away.

“No animals tonight,” | say.

Uncle Ken stops singing. “Oh,” he says.

The Next Day

In the morning, we walk in the jungle again. We look for the red jungle fowl.
We walk a long time. My legs are tired. Uncle Ken is tired too.

We go back to the rest house. Uncle Ken sees a bird. It is red and gold. “A
red jungle fowl!” he shouts.

A friend sent us a
jungle fowl. | made a roast. It has apple sauce.”

Uncle Ken is happy. “Jungle fowl!” he says. He runs to the table.

Granny gives me a chicken leg. She gives Grandfather a chicken leg too. She
takes the breast. Uncle Ken gets the neck. It is small and thin.

Uncle Ken looks at his plate. “Only the neck?” he says.
Granny smiles. “Yes,” she says. “But wait, Ken. | have good news!”
Uncle Ken looks up. “Good news?” he asks.

“Yes,” says Granny. “My friend knows a man. He sells cars. He has a new car
for you. It is shiny and red. He will give it to you for a good price!”

Uncle Ken’s face is bright. “A new car?” he says. “Shiny and red?”
